Experimental « Drone « Ambience

Since its formation in 2017, the duo Orp has been creating expansive sound textures situated somewhe-
re in the intersection of electroacoustic improvisation, ambient, and drone, without clearly belonging to
a specific genre. Based on electric cello and electric guitar, manipulated and multiplied through a large
number of effect devices, they generate musical energy that at times sound as massive as if they were
directly emanating from a power plant, and at other times as fragile as if they were floating in the air like
single snow crystals.
